The State measures 640 km fromhNorSouth and
336 km from East to West with a total area of 1198,sq. km. The State shares its boundaries
with the 6 Indian States i.e. Madhya Pradesh onntirthwest, Uttar Pradesh on the north,
Zharkhand on the north-east, Orissa on the sowgh-éadhra Pradesh on the south and

Maharashtra on the south-west.
